Legislative:  (Chair-Linda Ohri)

Legislator Bob Krist has introduced the following 3 bills.  They have all progressed into general record.
1. LB458  Require general acute hospitals to offer tetanus-diphtheria-Pertussis vaccinations as prescribed Open hearing February 22, 2013

2. LB459:  Required certain health care facilities to offer onsite vaccination services. Open hearing February 22, 2013

3. LB460:  Require a booster meningococcal conjugate vaccine for students as prescribed.  Meningococcal is not required now, this will be a school mandate.

Thank you to Linda for writing letters in support of LB458 and LB459

The Public Hearing on February 7, 2013 on establishing the State Immunization Registry as the formal repository for Immunization Records went through as there was no one there to testify against this.
